Anri
contacted Telkom, who promised to get the cables replaced within a matter of days. As the days went
by, becoming weeks and then months ---- so did the promises and new plans from Telkom amount to
nothing. You will also recall our prayer requests every month. The words of 1 Thess 5: 16-18 are so
applicable in this situation “Rejoice always; pray without ceasing; in everything give thanks; for this is
GOD'’s will for you in Christ Jesus.” Thank-you all prayer partners for praying without ceasing. Whilst
here for the plans presentation, Bob wanted to try and speak to a couple of people to see if he could
not convince them to use their influence to put pressure on Telkom to repair our telephone lines. On
Bob’s last day at Lebone three men from Telkom arrived at Lebone and gave us a temporary line.
All we have to now do is dig a trench to lay a permanent underground telephone cable which will be
connected to Telkom’s underground cable (which was there all the time, unbeknown to their regional
CEO). Let us just rejoice and thank the Lord for His provision.
